WHAT IS WINTER CAMP?  

 

At Winter Camp on Salmen Scout Reservation, you will enjoy outdoor camp living and earn merit badges 

not normally offered during summer camp, particularly those required for Eagle.  While in camp you will 

enjoy living with your troop in a similar manner as Summer Camp.  We will open all campsites for your use 

and there will be no provisional scouts.  Troops are required to come to camp as a troop with two 

leaders - 21 years or older. (Leaders may rotate among each other as long as two are present at all times.) 

If a troop cannot provide leaders but have scouts that wish to attend, please make your own arrangements 

to allow the scout to go with another troop that is attending from your district.  If you cannot get two leaders, 

then please arrange among yourselves to double up with another unit in your camp area. 

 

WHEN IS WINTER CAMP? 

 

Check-in is Friday, December 26th beginning at 1:00 P.M. Camp will conclude on Tuesday, December 

30, 2008.

HOW MUCH DOES CAMP COST?  

 

The camp fee is $95.00 if paid by Monday, November 30, 2008. This includes all food, program 

materials, patch, program equipment and trained staff supervision. The Winter Camp fee will be $105.00 if 

registration fee is paid after November 30, 2008. 

 

Registrations are accepted on a first come first-served basis, and space is limited to a 300 CAMPER 

MAXIMUM. Registration can be made prior to November 30, 2008, by payment of 100% of total troop 

fees, only in the name of a registered Scout. 

 

NO registrations are accepted without the name of a registered Scout.  

 

CAMP REGISTRATION CLOSES ON Friday, DECEMBER 12, 2008 AT 5:00 P.M. OR WHEN THE 300th 

CAMPER MAXIMUM IS REACHED. NO REGISTRATIONS WILL BE 

ACCEPTED AFTER: DECEMBER 12TH, THE 300th CAMPER MAXIMUM IS REACHED, OR AT CAMP. 

 

When the 300 camper maximum is reached, a waiting list of no more than 25 Scouts will be 

accepted. If space becomes available due to unpaid balances or written request for refund by 

December 15, youth on the waiting list in chronological order will be notified. 

Any remaining after December 15 will be notified that there is no space available and a refund will 

be made at the end of December. 

 

LONG SLEEVE T-SHIRTS AVAILABLE FOR SALE BY PRE-ORDER:  

A commemorative t-shirt for purchase by those participating in the Winter Camp experience is available 

for pre-order. You will have to pre-order and pre-pay by November 30th in order to ensure that a shirt in 

your size is available.

REFUNDS:  

 

All fees are transferable to additional Scouts in the same unit.   

 

Program materials, food, etc. need to be purchased in advance for this event.  For this reason…there will 

be a 15% charge if registration is cancelled prior to December 15

th

.  NO REFUNDS  WILL BE 

AVAILABLE AFTER DECEMBER 15

Refunds for camper fees are refundable upon written request from a parent by December 15th, under 

the following conditions subject to a 15% per person processing fee: 

(A)      Illness of Scout, or family emergency, prevents his attendance at Winter Camp. 

(B)      Illness or death in family of Scout prevents his attendance at Winter Camp. 

(C)     Family move from local council area makes it impractical to attend local council camp. 

 

LEADERS AND FEES:  

 

The first two leaders up to a total of 16 Scouts will not pay any fees.  Additional leaders will be free at one 

leader for each additional 8 Scouts above the original 16.  Any and all, subsequent leaders must be over the 

age of 18 years.  Other leaders will pay $30.00 each if not included in FREE quota range (One free for every 

10 paid Scouts). 
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WINTER CAMP GENERAL INFORMATION 

 

LEADERS MEETING:   A meeting of all troop leaders and the Camp Staff will be held on Friday evening at 

7:00 P.M. or immediately before the opening campfire in the Dining Hall.  Special announcements 

concerning the camp, its policies, procedures, and alarm systems will be included in this initial meeting.  

Any specific questions about camp will be answered at that time, so it is important that you attend. 

 

TRANSPORTATION:   Each troop is responsible for safe transportation to and from camp.  Troops are 

responsible for ensuring that all vehicles used are covered by sufficient liability and property damage 

insurance.  A reminder that the transportation of Scouts in "Open Pickup Trucks" is against all National 

Health & Safety Policies and is also against common good judgment.  Local Tour Permit is not required. 

The Camp Use Request Form is NOT necessary. 

 

SPEED LIMIT:   The speed limit in camp is 15 M.P.H.  Please ensure compliance with this requirement for 

the safety of our Scouts and Scouters. 

 

PARKING:  Parking will be in the lot to the left prior to entering camp.  Vehicles are permitted on camp 

roads only for the purpose of unloading and loading and great care must be taken when on these roads.  

Immediately following unloading, please remove all vehicles to the designated long term parking lot 

outside the main gate of camp as quickly as possible.  No vehicles should return to the campsite until after 

closing. 

 

TROOP TRAILERS:  Trailers may be taken into and remain in the camping area but must be unhitched 

from the towing vehicle and the towing vehicle returned to the parking lot. 

 

CHECK IN / OUT:  Camp check-in will start at 1:00 P.M. on December 26

th

.  Camp personnel cannot 

accommodate early arrivals.  In order to ensure that you have sufficient time to set up camp, it is requested 

that all troops make every effort to be checked in no later than 3:00 P.M., so plan your schedule accordingly. 

 You will be met by a camp staff member upon arrival at the camp gate.  This staff member will help you to 

get settled and started on your program. 

 

Departure will be after closing ceremonies on December 30

th

, following a campsite inspection by your 

Camp Commissioner and completion of check-out procedures. 

 

CAMP LEADERSHIP:  All troops in camp must be under the leadership of two adults, one of whom must 

be 21 years of age or older, at all times.  Leaders may rotate as necessary as long as at least two adults are 

with the troop 24 hours a day.  Parents, committee members and other adults who accompany a unit to camp 

must be registered Scouters of The Boy Scouts of America. 

 

PERSONAL POSSESSIONS:  Camp is an outdoor experience and personal items such as stereos, radios, 

tape players, electronic games, etc, are not appropriate for camp.  Although it is understood that this is 

immediately following Christmas, the place for these gifts is best at home.  A Scout is cheated out of his full 

outdoor experience with these types of items. 

 

FIRE AND EMERGENCY ALARMS:  The camp has its own fire and emergency alarm system.  It is 

important that everyone is aware of the camp system.  This will be explained at the initial leaders meeting 

and a test will be conducted as soon as practical after camp starts. Fire fighting equipment is available at 

camp and is generally kept at the Quartermaster area.  In the event of a fire emergency, this equipment will 

be initially manned by camp staff.  Scouters and Scouts are not to assist in the use of this equipment until so 

directed by the Camp Director in an emergency situation. 

 

LOST AND FOUND:   Until camp closes, lost and found items will be kept in the Camp Office.  Any 

remaining item after camp is closed will be brought to the Southeast Louisiana Council Service Center and 

kept until February 1st.  Leaders should urge all Scouts to mark personal belongings with their name and 
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troop number. 

 

SMOKING:   It is the responsibility of the Boy Scouts of America to protect the health and safety of the 

young people in our program.  It is the policy of BSA that leaders should not use tobacco products in any 

form in the presence of youth members.  In addition, extreme care should be exercised to provide smoke-

free environments for all Scouting participants.  All buildings, facilities and camps under the control of the 

SOUTHEAST LOUISIANA Council are designated as nonsmoking facilities.  As such, a designated smoking 

area at camp will be established and smoking will be allowed in this area only. 

 

ALCOHOL AND DRUGS:  Alcoholic beverages and non-prescription drugs are not allowed in camp.  This 

applies to EVERYONE--Scouts, leaders, staff and visitors.  Violators will be asked to leave the camp 

immediately. 

 

CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE:  We solicit all leaders' cooperation in this area.  The conduct and discipline 

of the Scouts is the responsibility of the unit leaders.  The camp staff will not discipline any boys unless it is 

a case of bodily injury or property damage.  Your campsite is your home.  Taps is at 10:30PM and all 

campers are expected to be in their own campsite at that time.  Any unit activities such as night hikes, 

astronomy hikes, etc. are an exception but must be cleared with the program director. 

 

THE SENIOR PATROL LEADER'S ROLE in Winter Camp is a very important one.  He is a member of the 

camp's SPL Council which will meet as required with the Program Director to coordinate joint and troop 

programs, maintain "camp community" standards, and to assist in any additional planning of camp wide 

activities. 

 

TRADING POST: The camp trading post will be open during Winter Camp to provide items such as candy, 

sundries, program materials, literature and other Scouting related material as available.  The hours will be 

posted at the trading post. 

 

DAMAGE TO EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES:  All campsites and camp owned equipment used by a unit 

will be inspected before the unit checks out.  Units are responsible for any damage or breakage.  All 

damage should be immediately reported to the Camp Director by the unit adult leader in charge. 

 

LIQUID AND LP FUELS: The use of liquid fueled (kerosene, gasoline, Coleman fuel, etc) equipment is 

highly discouraged for use in council camp because of the hazards involved in the storage, handling, filling, 

and lighting of such equipment.  LP.  Gas (propane/butane) lanterns and stoves are to be used with adult 

supervision only.  Under NO circumstances shall flames of any kind be carried into tents. 

 

TELEPHONE:  A telephone is located at camp.  It is a business phone so calls must be restricted to those of 

an emergency nature and must be made by an adult.  The camp has a pay phone which is available and 

uses CALLING CARDS ONLY but should not be used by the Scouts unless permission is first obtained by 

their leader.  Parents should be discouraged from calling their sons since the Scouts are not near the phone. 

 Messages will be taken for all incoming calls and they must then be returned.  The telephone number at 

Salmen Scout Reservation is:

UNIFORM:  The official leader’s Winter Uniform is suggested for all adult leaders.  The official winter 

uniform for boys and adults is suggested after 5:30PM daily.  Unless the program allows otherwise, all 

Scouts and Scouters are requested to be in full uniform for the Supper Meal. 
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MEDICAL INFORMATION AND MEDICAL INSURANCE  

 

MEDICAL EXAM:  Each Scout who attends Winter Camp must have an annual health history attested by 

parents or guardian supported by a medical evaluation completed within the last 36 months by a physician 

licensed to practice medicine.  A "Personal Health and Medical Record - Class 2" is to be used for Winter 

Camp for youth members. 

 

Each ADULT who attends Winter Camp must have a current health history supported by a Medical 

Evaluation within the past 12 months prior to arrival at camp performed by a physician licensed to practice 

medicine.  A "Personal Health and Medical Record - Class 3" is to be used.  There is no provision for an 

examination to be made at camp. 

 

SPECIAL EXEMPTION:  It is understood that where compliance with the medical examination 

requirement is in violation of the religious convictions of the individual, such requirements will be waived 

by the presentation of a certification from the campers parents and proper church official that: 

 (A) a definite violation of religious convictions and 

 (B) the parents or next of kin accept full responsibility for any consequences of such 

exemption and release the Boy Scouts of America, the Southeast Louisiana Council and its 

employees and volunteers from any responsibility. 

On arrival and check-in, a review of the health information presented will be made for each camper (Scout 

and Adult).   A health exam may also be required. The camp reserves the right to refuse admittance to a 

camper who, in the opinion of the examining person and the Camp Director, has any physical or medical 

problem which could present a hazard to that camper or other campers. 

 

HEALTH AND SAFETY:  The Health Lodge at Salmen Scout Reservation is the primary medical facility at 

camp and will be staffed by persons trained to handle minor accidents and illnesses.  More serious cases 

will be treated by physicians or a hospital in a nearby community.  If such treatment is required, the 

camper’s parents will be immediately notified by a telephone call and their desires concerning further 

treatment will be respected. 

 

TRIPS TO HOSPITALS AND DOCTORS: Campers requiring the attention of a doctor or the services of a 

hospital are: 

 

1. The responsibility of the unit leadership is to provide transportation for unit member(s) requiring 

services from a doctor or hospital. 

 

2. One adult leader from the unit will accompany the unit member and is asked to have the 

information available on the personal insurance.  The Scout's health record should be obtained from 

the health officer before departing. 

 

3. Parent or guardian will be immediately notified by the Camp Health Officer of any serious illness or 

injury.  Unit leaders should know where parents can be contacted. 

 

4. The camp will provide transportation only when the unit has none available. 

 

5. Directions and medical procedures to the doctor’s offices and hospitals will be available at the 

Health Lodge. 

 

6. The Camp Health Officer must clear all cases requiring outside medical care.
